Staff requests
approval of a Final Bond Resolution for Plynouth
Pl ace, Inc. (hereinafter, the "Borrower") in an
anount not-to-exceed $90 m Il ion.

Bond proceeds will be used by the
Borrower together with certain other funds to (1)
pay or reinburse the Borrower for, or refinance, the
costs of acquiring, constructing, renovating,
renodel i ng, and equi pping certain senior |iving

facilities owned by the Borrower or its affiliates;
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(2) refund all or a portion of the Series 2013 Bonds
previously issued by the Authority on behalf of the
Borrower; (3) refund all or a portion of the Series
2015 Bonds previously issued by the Authority on
behal f of the Borrower; (4) pay a portion of the

I nterest on the Bonds, fund working capital, and/or
fund one or nore debt service reserve funds, each if
deened necessary or advisable by the Borrower -- by
the Authority and/or the Borrower; and (5) pay
certain expenses incurred in connection with the

| ssuance of the Bonds and the refunding of the
Series 2013 and Series 2015 Bonds.

It is contenplated that the Bonds
will be issued in two series, a Series 2021A and
Series 2021B. The Series 2021A Bonds w |l be
t ax- exenpt and publicly offered by Ziegler. The
Series 2021B Bonds will be -- will initially be
| ssued as taxable bonds directly purchased by First
M dwest Bank and/or one or nore additional banks.

The Series 2021B Bonds are Cinderella
Bonds, which are issued as taxable bonds but may be
converted to a tax-exenpt status upon satisfaction
of certain tax, Authority, and other requirenents as

provided in the Bond docunents.
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Wth respect to the Series 2021A
Bonds, the Borrower is requesting a waiver of the
Board policy as set forth in the Authority Bond
Handbook that requires Bonds rated bel ow i nvest ment
grade to be sold only to accredited investors or
qualified institutional buyers in m nimum
denom nati ons of at |east $100, 000.

The Borrower has informed the
Aut hority that the Borrower will satisfy the
conditions for such waiver because the Borrower is
not currently in default on any bonds, the Borrower
has not m ssed a paynment relative to any bonds in
the immedi ately preceding three years, and the
Series 2021A Bonds are being issued to refund the
Series 2013 Bonds, which are non-rated bonds, and
such refunding will result in a positive inpact on
the financial viability of the Borrower.

Bond proceeds will be used by
West m nster Place and/or Lake Forest Place, LLC,
(hereinafter, collectively, the "Obligated Group")
together with other funds to (1) pay or reinburse
West m nster Place for the cost of acquiring,
constructing, renovating, renodeling, and equi pping
West m nster Place's life plan comunity; (2) refund
all of the Series 2016B Bonds previously issued by
the Authority on behalf of the Obligated G oup; and
(3) pay certain expenses in connection with the
| ssuance of the Bonds and the refunding.

It is contenplated that the Bonds
will be issued in two series, Series 2021A and
Series 2021B. The Series 2021A Bonds wil | be
t ax-exenpt fixed-rate serial and term bonds sold
t hrough a public offering by Ziegler based on the
underlying rating of the Obligated Group. The
Series 2021B Bonds will be tax-exenpt floating rate
notes sold through a public offering by Ziegler
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based on the underlying rating of the Obligated
G oup.

On February 26, 2021, Fitch Ratings,
I nc. assigned a rating of A- with a stable outl ook
to the Series 2021A and the Series 2021B Bonds.

The purpose of the Prelimnary Bond
Resolution is to establish IRS rei mbursenment
eligibility for this financing. Accordingly,
approval of this Prelimnary Bond Resolution wll
set the reinmbursenment clock fromthe IRS s
perspective, thereby enabling the Conpany to
potentially finance all project capital expenditures
incurred up to 60 days prior to today, or January 8,

2021, with the proceeds of one or nmore future
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I1linois Finance Authority bond issues.

Based on the Conpany's application,
Aut hority staff expects the proposed bonds covered
by the Prelimnary Bond Resolution to be issued in
mul ti pl e bond i ssues over the next approximtely
five plus years. The project description
contenpl ates projects |ocated statew de and
prospectively includes all Lakeshore Recycling
System operating facilities in Illinois.

The specific Lakeshore Recycling
projects to be financed will be identified by the
Conmpany in one or nore TEFRA public hearings that
will be conducted prior to consideration of any
future Final Bond Resolution. Lakeshore Recycling
plans to first undertake financing of any capital
expenditures with its own equity or bank |ine draws
and then seek permanent financing through the
| ssuance of tax-exenmpt bonds after aggregating
$30 mllion to $50 mllion of qualifying
expendi tures.

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(2) to designate NCH and the Hospital as restricted
affiliates of the Obligated G oup created by the
Nort hShore Master |Indenture; (3) to replace Wlls
Fargo Bank National Association, the current Bond
Trustee for the Bonds, with the Bank of New York
Mel l on Trust Conmpany N. A., which currently serves as
t he Bond Trustee for certain outstanding Bonds

Referring to Tab 7 on Page 67 of your
Board Book, | am pleased to provide an update to
t he Menbers on the Natural Gas Munici pal Loan
Program t hat was adopted at the Special Board
Meeti ng on February 25th.

As noted in the “Program Launch”
section, immediately followi ng the adoption of the
Resol ution, Authority staff went to work to finalize
t he Natural Gas Municipal Loan application, and we
began working with Chapman and Cutler to draft a
nodel ordi nance and closing certificates.

The application was finalized and
sent to the inpacted nunicipalities on Monday, March
1st. The application requested the requisite |egal
and financial information and required the
muni cipality to identify changes in rate structures
to address the increased natural gas cost and the
borrowi ng; and to describe how any planned rate

i ncrease will be passed through to ratepayers to
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ensure that consuners are provided with |Iike paynent
terms as afforded to the nmunicipality with this
| oan.

To date, the Authority has received
13 applications requesting $7.1 million in financing
for natural gas purchases. W have received
applications from Auburn, Divernon, Edinburg,
Franklin, GrandTower, Pawnee, Pittsfield, Riverton,
Roodhouse, Salem Waverly, White Hall, and
W nchester.

As stated in the “Our Partners”
section of the nmeno, the Authority has gai ned
val uabl e partners with the |launching of this
program and we sincerely thank the Interstate
Muni ci pal Gas Agency, the Illinois Public Energy
Agency, and Utility Gas Managenent, which were all
instrunental in assisting us with dissem nating the
application and with sending out information to
their menmber communities.

The Authority also worked with the
Il1'linois Municipal League to include information on
the Loan Programin their weekly Statehouse
Briefing, and the program was featured in a

tel evision report over the past weekend by WCS
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Channel 20 out of Springfield.

I n working with the municipalities
and our partners, it imrediately becanme evident that
the municipalities needed the | oan proceeds as early
as March 14th but certainly no |l ater than
March 20th in order to have cash on-hand to pay
their natural gas providers via automatic ACH
payment. W¢th this information, we accel erated our
efforts to neet their needs.

To date, the Authority has worked
with 10 nunicipalities to provide notice of speci al
meetings, the majority of which were held | ast
night, with one being held today, and to provide
the tail ored ordinance and closing certificates for
adoption and signature. The remaining two
muni ci palities plan to hold their neetings on March
12t h and 15th, respectively; and the
tail ored ordi nance and closing certificates will be
provi ded accordi ngly.

The Authority anticipates cl osing
nine |l oans on this Friday, March 12th, and four
| oans on March 19th, which will ensure that the | oan
proceeds are available in tinme for the

municipalities to nmeet their obligations to the
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nat ural gas suppliers.
| want to thank and acknow edge ny
col |l eagues at the Authority, as this has truly been
a teameffort with all hands-on-deck. The team has
been dedicated to ensuring we mnimze the
burden to municipalities to access this financing,
and that we have provided exceptional communication
and service in the execution of this program

Extreme weather and
extreme results are a feature of climte change.

For me, the extreme weather events of
m d February and the Authority's ability to quickly
and positively respond have underscored the urgency
of the Governor's call to action to prevent climte
change and to transition our state to a clean and
renewabl e econony.

Usi ng the powers in our Act, the
Aut hority is capable of doing nore to transition
Illinois to a clean and renewabl e econony. One way
